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PROGRAM PRESENTATION   Club president, David Prowell, gave a very informative talk on rocks and minerals at the meeting.

   David explained the Moh's Hardness Scale, developed about 200 years ago, which shows the relative hardness of minerals.  Important minerals are those whose harder than steel because they can be used to work steel.  Key are feldspar, corundum (emery), and diamond—all widely used as abrasives.  Feldspar weathers to bauxite, widely used as a powdered abrasive.

   Quartz occurs in two major forms:  Crystalline (single crystal), commonly used for jewelry, and Crypto-crystalline (many crystals),  used for decorative and tumbled stones.  Quartz includes the flint and chert used as arrowheads and knives by native Americans.

   David compared a flint knife blade with the three-finger skinner made by Jim Ragsdale.  The design was the same but Jim used steel rather than flint.  The discovery of hematite (iron oxide) and the addition of carbon to the iron to make steel.  We owe both our club name and our hobby to minerals.
